Journey on the Allen Brook

The Allen Brook Nature Trail is located
behind Williston Central School near the
baseball field. The original trail was built in
1997 and was extended in 2010 to
connect to Michael Lane. It starts out at a
foot bridge that crosses over Allen Brook.
The paved recreation path allows for
bicycle users. Please do not bike on
nature trail.

The trail crosses over the Allen Brook,
where there is a boardwalk
and observation platform for nature study
or quiet contemplation.

This area of the Allen Brook has
traditionally been a favorite with local
beaver families, and the water levels
surrounding the bridge and boardwalk
have fluctuated over the years depending
upon the extent of beaver activity.
