7 Bryan Farm 68 North Williston Road Farm Vernacular 1860 Fay farm until 1876 when sold to Lewis Talcott.  Became Vermont's largest dairy.  Operated until 1956.No Yes
8 Barrett House 48 North Williston Road House and Apartme Vernacular 1840 Tenement for the old Talcott Farm, once Vermont's largest dairying farm.No Yes
9 Nuebel House 34 North Williston Road House Colonial Revival 1935 Well-proportioned revivalist Cape, finely detailed Colonial Revival style house.No Yes

10 Smail House 841 Williston Road Farmhouse Greek Revival 1840 Good example of continuous architecture. No Yes
11 Spaulding House 831 Williston Road Farmhouse Federal/Greek Revival 1840 Typical, 2 story, mid-19th century brick farmhouse. No Yes
12 Joseph Cilley - Morton House 822 Williston Road House Federal/Greek Revival 1830 Well-preserved Classic Cottage.  Owned by Martin Chittenden (1834).  Tourist cabins first added around 1913.No Yes
13 Lefebvre House 795 Williston Road House Greek Revival 1847 Vernacular interpretation of gable front, Greek Revival sidehall house.No Yes

38 Cabrara House 649 Williston Road House Greek Revival 1840 Typical transitional Greek Revival brick house from mid-19th century rural Vermont.No Yes
39 Immaculate Heart of Mary Rectory  House Italianate 1875 Visual landmark.  Distinguished by Italianate detail and Colonial Revival porch.No Yes
40 Cherry Hill 490 Williston Road House Vernacular 1806 Built by Elisha Mill, sold to W. Burnett in 1869 (still in this family).  Enlarged in 1920s (roof raised, addNo Yes
41 Sandage House 660 Williston Road Farmhouse Vernacular 1830 Typical frame house from mid-19th century rural Vermont except roof pitch is unusually low.No Yes
42 Pillsbury House 662 Williston Road Farmhouse Vernacular 1850 Typical frame house from mid-19th century Vermont, particularly in Williston.No Yes
43 Painter House 688 Williston Road House Vernacular 1850 Simple, vernacular frame house, typical in Vermont. No Yes
44 Williston Planning and Zoning/Police 716 Williston Road Church (former) Greek Revival 1842 Built as First Methodist Church.  Newer addition added to house firefighting equipment.Yes No
